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UPDATE: Supporting ID Requirements for
Registration and Status Cards

As of June 1, 2022, ISC will no longer accept expired ID for registration,
status card issuance or for requests to update personal information in the
Indian Register. All ID must be valid, that is, not expired. If expired ID is
submitted as of June 1, 2022, ISC will request valid ID.

Since provincial and territorial authorities that issue ID (such as health care
cards and driver’s licenses) across Canada have reopened, applicants with
expired ID are encouraged to obtain valid ID as soon as possible.

What is valid acceptable identification?

The identification must have been issued by a federal, provincial, territorial or state
government authority and must be valid, that is, not expired.

To be considered acceptable, the valid identification must include your:

name
date of birth
photo
signature
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Which forms of valid identification are
acceptable?

Valid acceptable identification includes:

passport
o an international passport is acceptable if it includes the name, date of

birth, photo and signature of the applicant and, if not in English or French,
is accompanied by a professionally translated version

driver's license

enhanced driver's license

Canadian military identification card

government-issued identification card

government-issued enhanced identification card



health card

Canadian citizenship card issued before February 1, 2012
Canadian permanent resident card

U.S. permanent resident card

If applying in person, you must present original valid acceptable identification.

If applying by mail, you must submit copies of the front and back of original valid
acceptable identification, each copy signed by a guarantor.

How to apply if you don't have valid
acceptable identification

If you don't have a valid acceptable piece of identification with your name, date of birth,
photo and signature, you may submit multiple valid pieces of identification that, when
combined, meet all of those requirements.

If you only have one piece of valid identification that meets some of the requirements,
you may submit that piece of identification and find a guarantor.

What is a guarantor

A guarantor is a person who can confirm your identity when you are applying
for registration under the Indian Act or a status card as an adult or as the parent or legal
guardian of a child or dependent adult.

When do you need a guarantor

You need a guarantor if you are:

« applying by mail

« providing valid identification that does not meet all of the requirements

« submitting an application in person on behalf of an adult or on behalf of a parent
or legal guardian applying for a child or dependent adult

« submitting a photo using the SCIS Photo App

Who can act as guarantor

The person acting as guarantor must:



« be 18 or older

« have known you for at least 2 years

« be available and capable of answering questions about you, for example, your
name, approximate age, place of birth, physical description and place of
residence, if contacted by Indigenous Services Canada

» Dbe registered under the Indian Act or employed in an eligible occupation:
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First Nations representatives and employees, for example, chief,
councillor, Indian Registration Administrator

employees of Indigenous organizations

elected and appointed officials, for example, mayor, member of Parliament
or of the Legislative Assembly, senator

Canadian federal, provincial, territorial or municipal government
employees

justice and public safety officials, for example, judge, magistrate, lawyer,
notary, paralegal, police officer, parole officer

military personnel from regular or reserve forces

medical professionals, for example, dentist, medical doctor, optometrist,
pharmacist, chiropractor, nurse

social services professionals, for example, social worker, social service
worker, counsellor

education professionals, for example, teacher, professor, administrator,
school board member,

financial professionals, for example, accountant, financial advisor, actuary
veterinary professionals, for example, veterinarian, veterinary technician
scientific professionals, for example, engineer, chemist, geoscientist
religious officials

A family member can only act as guarantor if they meet those conditions.

A parent or legal guardian cannot act as guarantor when applying on behalf of a child or
dependent adult.

You can benefit from Lifeline if you answer yes to any of the following: You are
home alone on a frequent basis You use adaptive devices to assist you with
walking You are managing a medical condition You would feel more
comfortable knowing help was always available

What Is Lifeline? - Lifeline is a two-way voice communication system that gets you
help 24/7 at a push of a button. The system works with your existing phone line or
through a wireless connection. If you need assistance or are concerned about your
safety, just press the button and the Lifeline unit will open a two-way voice
connection between you and our response center team.

How Lifeline Works - If you need help, push your Personal Help Button. Your
Lifeline Communicator Unit dials our Response Centre. A Response Centre
Associate assesses your situation and sends you the help you need. Whether it is a
family member, a neighbour or ambulance, Lifeline always sends you the help you
need.

Types Of Lifeline Systems

HomeSafe Basic - Wear your basic help button around your neck or wrist and get
access to help at the push of a button from anywhere within range of the in-home
Communicator.

HomeSafe with AutoAlert - HomeSafe with AutoAlert is designed to automatically
detect hard falls and send a call for help even if you can’t push the button yourself.
This is an excellent choice if you have a history, risk or fear of falling.

WATERING RESTRICTIONS IN PLACE AS OF SUNDAY, MAY 1
Be aware of water use and follow stage one watering restrictions.

With stage one watering restrictions coming into effect on May 1, 2022, the City of Campbell River
reminds everyone to follow the restrictions and be aware of water use.

“Each year, we see a jump in water demand during the summer months. Water restrictions come into effect
to ensure we have enough water available for firefighting and other City services,” says City Water Manager
Steven Roehr. “Even with the water supply stored in the lakes behind Campbell River, we all need to work
together, be water aware, and do our part by following the stage one watering restrictions soon to be in
place.”

Watering restriction signs have been installed outside the Dogwood Operations Centre (Merecroft and
Dogwood) and at Alder and Coronation.

Lawn watering is permitted as follows:
e Odd-numbered addresses on Sundays, Tuesdays, and Thursdays from 4 to 8 a.m. and 7 to 10 p.m.
e Even-numbered addresses on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Saturdays from 4 to 8 a.m. and 7 to 10
p.m.

This year, residential watering times have been adjusted to better align with operational and public needs. The
City asks residents to work with staff and follow the adjusted hours.

There are no restrictions on watering gardens, trees, shrubs and community gardens by hand or with
spring-loaded type nozzles with automatic shut-off connected to the hose.

Guidelines for water conservation and lawn care:

e Mow lawns to a length of three inches or more, reducing moisture loss and sunburn.
Set sprinklers to water for 20 minutes or less per lawn watering session.
Water for a maximum of two sessions per week to encourage deep root systems.
Provide good aeration and drainage to create a healthy lawn.
