Kum First Nation will be held in the Youth and Elders room at the LKT
Health Office at 1400 Drake Road, Campbell River on Thursday, February
29, 2024, between the hours of 5:00 pm — 9:00 pm. A recent elected
Council member has submitted a letter of resignation which was accepted
by a quorum of Council January 25, 2024. As per the election code of the
Wei Wai Kum First Nation a by-election to choose a new Councillor will be
held on Friday, April 12, 2024 from 8:00 am to 8:00 pm.

Please note that any voter in the community may nominate or second
a candidate using mail-in forms which are available from the Electoral
Officer. You can hand-deliver or mail a written nomination form and a
completed, signed declaration form to the Electoral Officer before the time
set for the nomination meeting or you may nominate or second a candidate
in person at the meeting. A member must be 18 years of age by the day of
the meeting to nominate a candidate. Mailed forms not received by the
electoral officer before the time set for the meeting are void.

If you wish to have your name and address released to the
candidates for the purpose of sending campaign literature, you must notify
the Electoral Officer by regular post or email.

Electors in the community may vote by mail-in ballot. Forms for this
will be available from the Electoral Officer after the nomination meeting.

A copy of the custom election code may be obtained from the
administration office and a copy of the electors' list will be posted in the
office located at 1650 Old Spit Road, Campbell River, BC VOW 3E8

CALL OUT FOR ELDERS HOUSING APPLICATIONS:

Wei Wai Kum First Nation’s housing department is putting a call out for Elders
Rental Housing applications.

4 Eligibility Requirements

The Elders Housing Program is reserved for Elders who can meet the responsibility of residing in
an Elders Housing Unit, including the ability to pay rent.

4.1.1 Eligibility Requirements
To be eligible to apply to rent a Unit under this Housing Policy, a person must:
a) Must be a registered Band Member of Wei Wai Kum Nation;

b) Must be age 65 or older;

¢) Provide Proof of iIncome sufficient to meet the Rent;

d) Except as set out in section 4.2, have no Arrears or outstanding debt owing to the
Wei Wai Kum Nation; and

e) Be in compliance with all applicable Wei Wai Kum Nation Laws.

4.1.2 Eligibility Requirements Tier 2 - Vacancies and Extraordinary
Circumstances

in the event that units are vacant for 90 days and they have been advertised to membership on at
least two occasions units may be allocated to members meeting the age criteria of being in the
age range of 60 to 64 years old. The above criteria of 4.1 a) through e) with exception of b) still
apply.

All applications will continue to be processed via the same application and assessment process
outlined in this policy in sections 5 through 6.
