You will contribute to creating safe, active, and engaging spaces where youth, families, Elders, and Community members of all ages can build relationships, confidence, and healthy lifestyles. By working closely with community partners, volunteers, and members, you help foster community pride, cultural connection, and positive opportunities for current and future generations.

What You’ll Be Doing
You will collaborate with The Community Services team, LKT Health local agencies, Parent’s Group and the Thunderbird Recreation Committee to develop a wide range of multi-age programs, activities and services for individuals of all abilities and socio-economic levels. Under supervision of the Director of Community Services, you are responsible of daily program delivery, scheduling the use of facilities and record keeping. The target group for many of the programs will be youth 5-18 years of age however, you will be responsible for development of activities and programs for all ages.

· The recreation workers work together and plan, organize and manage a comprehensive recreational program to ensure that WWK members have access to youth sport, recreation and leisure activities.
· Ensure programs are delivered within established financial guidelines and budgets.
· Effectively communicate recreation activities and events to members.
· As a team, manage and oversee the completion of the recreation activities including the coordination of member volunteers and other involved individuals.
· Collectively develop and implement an annual work plan highlighting job goals and objectives.
· Assess community needs for the development and management of programs and activities ensuring effective use of WWK staff, facilities, equipment and supplies.
· Establish working relationships with the Elders Worker, Parents Group and WWK, LKT Health, Recreation Committee to develop and coordinate recreational programs and events.
